Camp Location & Sessions: Our camp is held at the Narrow Lake Conservation Centre, about 25 minutes southwest of Athabasca. This summer, we’re offering TWO sessions, each with the same exciting courses and certifications! Camp is open to boys and girls ages 12-17 (participants must be 12 by the end of the camp week due to Federal firearms regulations). We welcome 45 first-year campers and 20 second-year campers each week.
Registration Info: Registration is on a first-come, first-served basis. To secure your child’s spot, fill out the 2025 registration forms and submit them along with payment (via e-transfer or cheque). Once I receive both, you’ll get a confirmation email. Official acceptance letters, including camp week details, drop-off/pick-up times, and packing lists, will be sent out in early May. No news? That’s good news – just watch for that email in May!
Meals & Special Requests: Our talented chef, a culinary instructor at N.A.I.T., will be preparing meals for our campers. If your child has food allergies or dietary restrictions, please indicate them on the registration form. There’s always plenty of food, so don’t be shy if your camper wants seconds!

Adult Volunteer Information:

Please note, there is a maximum of three kitchen volunteers per week, and priority will be given to those who have volunteered in the past. To help us maintain reasonable camp costs, it is crucial to have a parent or guardian assisting in the kitchen. Without this support, it would be challenging to provide the high level of quality and attention that our campers currently enjoy
What are my responsibilities as a kitchen helper?
· Work collaboratively as a member of the team.
· Follow directions from the camp chef, director or manager(s).
· Food Preparation: Volunteers assist with chopping, peeling, and prepping ingredients for cooking or serving. 
· Cleaning and Sanitization: Keeping the kitchen clean is crucial. Volunteers help with washing dishes, wiping down surfaces, and ensuring that all equipment and tools are sanitized and ready for use.
· Assisting with Cooking: Depending on their skills and training, a volunteer kitchen assistant may help with cooking, following recipes, and ensuring the correct preparation methods are used.
· Organizing Supplies: Volunteers can assist in managing food supplies, ensuring ingredients are stored properly, and helping to label or organize items in the kitchen to maintain order and prevent waste.
· Serving and Packaging: In some cases, volunteers may assist in serving food, whether it's plating for a meal or packaging food for distribution. They help ensure portions are accurate and that meals are delivered to the right people.
